*  Regular semester 290/390 Special Topics courses,
May Term, and Study Abroad courses with a focus
on environmental topics may be used to fulfill a
requirement within a disciplinary category, pending
approval by the Sustainability Studies Advisory
Committee prior totaking the course. No more
than 2 of the 5 required courses may be substituted
by May Term or Study Abroad courses.
